Troop 805 provides tents and cooking
equipment for outings. You need a
backpack by summer camp. Make sure
the backpack fits. Don’t spend too much
as the boys grow fast.

Get a relatively inexpensive sleeping
bag and pad that goes down to 20-30
degrees (can use a liner for snow
camping). Interior or exterior frame—
either is okay. Synthetic rather than
down as down no good if it gets wet.

Should be able to roll up and tie the
sleeping bag—it should be compact.
REI has good service but more
expensive. Www.campmor.com is
useful for equipment.

Sometimes the boys need a duffel bag
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instead of a backpack for certain
outings. For this summer camp at Kern,
it’s “hike in” (barge first).

See the permission slip for each outing
for equipment requirements, plus the
Ten Essentials. Need a mess kit—
lightweight and plastic is best. Label
everything!
